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What is GEORGIA MATCH?

GEORGIA MATCH is one of the largest direct 

admission programs in the nation.

The GEORGIA MATCH letter identifies up to 45 

public colleges and universities that are an 

academic match for the student.

The institutions listed are holding a spot for the 

student, and ready for the student to claim 

their spot.

GEORGIA MATCH letters are sent to all public 

and private high school seniors (130,000+).

Traditional Admission vs GEORGIA MATCH

• Student receives ACCEPTANCE and 

REJECTION letters.

• Process is dependent on the high 

school student taking the first step.

• No rejection letters!  Less Anxiety!

• The letter will reach students that never 
contemplated applying to college.

How Colleges are Selected on the Letter

TCSG: All 22 TCSG colleges will be listed on 

every student letter (no minimum HOPE GPA).

USG:  There are two ways for students to meet 

USG’s preliminary academic eligibility 

requirement to have an institution listed on their 

letter: 

A. By meeting the minimum HOPE GPA 

requirement, or

B. By meeting the Freshman Index 

requirements

• USG requires students to meet Required High 

School Curriculum and testing requirements. 

• USG institutions will make every effort to allow 

students to make up missing requirements.

GEORGIA MATCH – Implementation

• In early October, GSFC proactively sends a letter to every high 
school senior attending a public or private high school in Georgia.

• The letter identifies all the USG & TCSG colleges that the student is 
academically qualified to attend based on their HOPE GPA or 
Freshman Index score.

• The letter will reach students that never contemplated applying to 
college!  We are holding a spot for you!

• November is Apply to College Month (free college applications)!
• TCSG waives app fees all year. USG waives app fees in November & March.



How GSFC Supports High Schools

letter delivery.

• Share GEORGIA MATCH social media 

across the various platforms.

• Display items from the GEORGIA MATCH 

promotion kits around the high school.

How the Letters are Created

• GSFC receives transcripts from 800+ Georgia public and 
private high schools.

• Data sharing and program participation agreements.

• Those transcripts are used to calculate the HOPE GPA
• GPA only includes core courses in English, Math, Science, 

Social Studies, and Foreign Languages

• USG and TCSG use the HOPE GPA as the GPA used to 
determine academic eligibility.
• USG policy still requires students to meet Required High 

School Curriculum and testing requirements.

Claim Your Spot & HS Transcripts

• For the Class of 2025, when a student clicks the “Claim Your Spot” 
button, they’ll be given the opportunity to also transmit their most recent 
transcript on record at GSFC.



What Happens When Students Click a Button?

• Request Info: the college will contact the student and 

share standard recruitment materials.

• Claim Your Spot: the college will contact the student 
with information about completing the application 

process for Fall term 2025.

• Institutions will contact the students by email, mail, text 

or calls.

• Institutions will confirm final admission eligibility using their 

normal processes.
