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Beginning with the 2017-2018 school year, any LEA that offers either of the Essentials for College
Literacy and Essentials for College Math classes must meet the following requirements:

a. Teacher must have a valid 7-12 mathematics endorsement (154) or English Language
Arts/Literacy (119) endorsement before participating in this training.

b. Teacher must attend certification training as offered or approved by the Mississippi Department
of Education.

c. Teacher must apply for and request an add the 930 supplemental endorsement for the
Essentials for College Literacy or the 929 supplemental endorsement for the Essentials for
College Math to be added to his/her teaching license with the Mississippi Department of
Education Office of Teacher Licensure.

d. Students eligible for this class must enter with an ACT sub-score of 15-18 in the respective
content area (English or mathematics).

e. Students must be classified as a senior for enrollment. An exception to this requirement may
Include students classified as a junior planning to graduation prior to the spring of their senior
year.
